Levels & Classes

The minimum level is Pre-Intermediate CEFR A2 with a a
minimum level of Intermediate CEFR B1 required for some
options. Should students not meet the language requirement
they will be offered an alternative course option.

Testing & Placement

Students are given an oral and written placement test on their
first day. Progress is monitored on an ongoing basis and class
levels adjusted accordingly.
